After-school programming provides students 1) a 
safe place to be after school, 2) the opportunity to build relationships with caring adults and their peers, and 3) a chance 
to explore their interests or find new ones.

●​ Assist Coordinator and club leaders with the implementation of planned activities, help prepare materials, and 

ensure delivery of a high-quality program experience 
●​ Supervise students in small groups 

●​ Develop afterschool snacks to clubs 

●​ Model appropriate behavior when interacting with adults and students 

●​ Collaborate with other staff, community partners, and volunteers to help ensure a supportive work environment 

●​ Assist supervising after-school activities for 1st-5th grade students; help oversee the work of community partners 

and volunteers 

●​ Develop and maintain positive relationships with students, staff, community partners, and volunteers; help 

establish a safe and inclusive environment 

●​ Interact with families/community members, assist with school events, and act as a point of contact for the
